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Traditionally, D&A's Vietnamese clients have moved to the

United States under the EB-5 Immigrant Investor Visa Program. This required a $500,000
investment and was one of the fastest routes to a Green Card. Interest in EB-5 has always been
strong in Vietnam, and since May 2018, demand has outpaced supply, which is limited to 700
visas per country per year.

EB-5 applicants from Vietnam now face a waiting list of around seven years. And since
November, the minimum investment required for an EB-5 “Green Card” visa has risen to
$900,000.

Increased costs and longer waiting times have forced wealthy Vietnamese to look to the E-2 Visa
instead. The E-2 Visa allows a person to move to the United States to own and operate a
business. The spouse of the main applicant is able to apply for separate work authorization.

The problem is that Vietnamese citizens are not eligible for the E-2 Visa, which is only available to
citizens of a select number of countries.

Enter Turkey. Turkey is an E-2 eligible country offering a quick and cost-effective route to
citizenship. By first becoming a Turkish citizen, a Vietnamese family opens up the possibility of
moving to the United States on an E-2 Visa within a year. Turkey is not the only option-both
Grenada and Montenegro offer similar programs-but Turkey is the most popular with
Vietnamese investors.

Turkish citizenship can be obtained within 6 months in exchange for a $250,000USD investment
in Real Estate or $500,000USD deposits in a Turkish bank held for three years. It is then possible
to apply for an E-2 Visa.

“Running a business in the USA on an E-2 Visa is the next best thing to having a Green Card,” said
Mark Davies, Global Chairman of Davies & Associates, who is on an extended visit to Vietnam to
meet clients.
