To

qualify for compensation the Navy Veteran must

be able to get specific about how, where and

when they were exposed to asbestos. It is this

incredibly important information that becomes

the basis for a compensation claim.

workers, steel mill workers, miners, manufacturing

workers, public utility workers, plumbers, welders,

electricians, auto mechanics, machinists or construction

workers. Most people who are diagnosed in Florida were

probably exposed to asbestos in the North East or

Midwest. Typically, the exposure to asbestos occurred in

the 1950’s, 1960’s, 1970’s, or 1980’s.

According to the American Cancer Society for nonsmokers

who have been exposed to asbestos in their workplace the

risk of lung cancer is five times that of unexposed workers.
